1/Introductory area: cash desk and bookshop

This is the entrance to the museum, planned as a vast service and reception area which gives an immediate impression of the aim of the Musa and where you can observe the items on display. There are texts, pictures, gadgets and the main protagonist: salt from Cervia.

2/Entrance to display area 

The large curtain carrying the colours of the sails of the traditional local boats is the doorstep between the outside and the Musa; once beyond this imaginary border you instantly enter the world of  the relationship between the town and water.

3/Water in Cervia territory

The relationship between man and water is represented by a video which is shown on a large screen; there is also a showcase containing objects which represent the historical-cultural identity of the area. One panel  reminds us of the toponyms of the area. 

4/ Cervia: inland and sea passages

The large bridge which extends over the large model of the territorial geography of the coast and inlands areas focuses attention on the relationship between the salt pans, the town and sea in this region. An enormous sailing boat with the typical colours which characterize the local sailors, dominates this passage.

5/The Salt Adventure: Nature, environment and history. 

Panels and multi-medial displays create a magical atmosphere while observing the aspects and naturalistic/environmental characteristics of the salt pans of Cervia: bird-life, other animals and botany. Nature meets memories of the past at the end of the museum area where another large screen explains how the history of the salt pans is directly connected to the history of the town of Cervia.

6/The Salt Adventure : physics and chemistry

In this area displays are dedicated to the formation of salt; round the corner you can enjoy a video which simplifies an apparently difficult topic such as the chemistry and physics of salt. Large panels provide plenty of information and some interesting points on how the mineral is extracted and the water is controlled.

7/ The Salt Adventure: history and culture 

Over the years salt has been a key element in culture and religion in Europe and the  entire world; a video and numerous panels covers this adventure from the beginning of its history to present day; demonstrating the importance of an element which was not called white gold by pure chance. 

8/The city, place of relations

The city was a meeting place and the setting for the market; while the reproduction of some salt workers, in their characteristic clothing, dominates the whole area. Hence, the importance of the history and cultural experience of the  salt workers in the growth of such a territory is highlighted.

9/Man and the salt pans: work, memories and knowledge

The large and majestic final hall holds several pictures and texts, the real items of the life of the salt workers: a large original burchiella (the boat used to transport the salt), working equipment, tools used to accumulate salt, etc. Everywhere there are emblematic historical documents, traditional toponyms, names of former salt workers, faces and pictures from the past.
